SPCA’S Fostering Programme was introduced to help us save lives. Fostering is a way of providing individual attention and accommodation for animals too young to be kept in a shelter (under 2 months) or animals that need specialized care (medical treatment or behavioural rehabilitation).

SPCA staff will inform the fosterer of any medical treatment to be given or other specific requirements.  

The fosterer will be expected to keep the animal secure and return it to SPCA when requested to do so (e.g. if animal falls sick / when fostering period is completed).

SPCA will retain ownership of all animals in foster care, and will make all decisions regarding the adoption of the animals fostered. All adoptions will be handled by SPCA Management.
The SPCA regrets that an animal that it is sick or injured when returned, or falls sick or becomes injured after being returned may not be kept for adoption. This also applies to any other conditions the animal may have developed that might hinder its chances for adoption. All effort will be made to keep the animal for adoption, including re-fostering the animal if possible.

Volunteer Requirements:
· 18 years old and above. If you are between 18 and 21 years old, a parent/guardian’s consent would be required.
· to be with the animal for most part of the day (only when fostering young animals)
· collect the foster animal from the SPCA and return it for vaccinations during its stay with you and bring the animal back at the end of the foster period

· if the animal requires medical attention, you will need to bring it to our consultant veterinarian at the SPCA during office hours. If treatment is required after office hours, the animal must be taken to a private clinic (charges to be borne by fosterer)

· while SPCA will provide some food initially, subsequent food to be kindly provided by fosterer

· to be easily contactable during the day

We Provide the Following:
· some food (for the first week or so), litter trays, food and water bowls and carrier

· medication (if needed) during the fostering period

· advice on how to care for the animal
