Although there were several witnesses to this incident, as of Thursday 2 September, the alleged
perpetrator has not been apprehended. The SPCA and the police have both spoken to witnesses
who were at the scene that night but no one can clearly remember what the abuser looks like.
To SPCA’s knowledge, even though there were several withesses at the scene, no pictures were
taken capturing the horrific crime. Nor did anyone intervene to stop the senseless act.

On Saturday 31 July 2010, a box with three kittens inside was found at the void
deck of Blk 236 Serangoon Ave 2. The caller had heard a loud bang prior to finding
the box. It was suspected it had been thrown from a height. Our SPCA vet examined
the kittens and one of them was found with severe paralysis and cervical lesion, and
had to be euthanased as it was suffering and in severe pain. The black kitten sustained
a fractured tail and suspected lumbar disc problem. The tabby appeared to be healthy
but is still being monitored. The injuries sustained by the kittens were consistent with
trauma.
